If you are happy to be 
recorded, we can collect your memories through conduc�ng an oral history session with you or your 
loved one. We can also guide you through the process of recording your own oral histories.   

At Bruce Castle Museum and Archives we are commited to collec�ng community histories and 
memories that tell the story of our borough - our people, places and events. The Windrush story is 
Haringey’s story.
